If£ you are wondering what you can write about, well, ome asgpect
of genealogy that will always interest me is a report on someone
else's research experiences. Any articleé on these lines will
reach an appreciative audience of one at least.

Sos herewith one article for your approval/disproval.

My research is mainly centred on the Village of Harwell in
Berkshire, where the family goes back (at least) to %the beginning
of Parish Registers.

The Census rebturns show Talbots in the village as follows: 31 in
1841; 47 in 1851; 43 in 1861; 56 in 1871; and 54 in 188l. Apart
from one girl in 1851 and another girl in 1871 they all fit into
ny Faumily tree,

With present day Harwell residents I had no kmown connection,
and it seemed to me more than likely +hat I must be related to
at least one of the families of Talbot in the village.

I believe that how one makes the initial contact can be wvery-
important. A lmock on the door can catch people when it is mot
really convenient and having been turned away once it is not easy
to return. A .query by lettex, desgpite the inclusion of a stamped
addressed envelope, does not always elieit a reply. So an
intermediary would be the ideal solution and in the case of one
Harwell family I found onme.

1 zaw & regort in the local Paper that a Georgina Talbot from
Harwell bad married Andrew Lynn from Cholsey ( my mother's willage)
I didn't know the groom, but I knew his father so contact was

made through him,

The owtcome was a wigit to the girl's parents at Harwell. Her
father had said on the telephone that he didn't think that he
would be much help as he didn't even lknow his grandfather’s

name - however, from the few snippets of information that he could
give me I was able to tie hig family into the tree. I am not

sure whether he was pleased or disappointed to be related to me;
the dictionary definition of "monplussed” would probably sum it up,
viz. reduced %o perplexed silemce,

I was already in possession of the names of hig father and siblingst
but up to thatv time had not been able to comnect them., The faect
that bis father married in Essex and there had been mo entry in
the. Banns Book hadn®t helped,
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I asked if he was related to any other Talbot family in the
village; apart from one of his brothers whe still iived in the
village he didn't thiak so, but I would be greatly surprised if
he wasr't, for I believe that if I was to continue research over
a much wider field I would {robably discover that a very high
proportion of the older village families are related.

Ore problem I had was how to extract as many details as possidle
without my imquiry becoming am inquisition, so I tried to soften
my questioning by offering a variety of informatlon on my reasons
for research amd the results I have achieved so far. This, and

& certain anount of ‘smpall-talk’ did mean that aftexr well ovexr
an hour I atill bad a load of questions that I would like to

ask bot felt that I shouldn't ocutstay my welcome,

I subsequently wrote out a fourteen generation tree for them
which I handed over with the request that after they had time
to peruse it +then perhaps I could call again and £ill in a
few more bits and pieces.

At about the same time as my Harwell visit I saw in the local
papexr & picture of 87 year old Mrs Elsie Talbot who was living
in sheltered accommodation in Didcot, apd I thought that this
might be an opportunity to connect up with the Didecot Talbots,

In Volume 1 of the History of Didcot, the Talbots are referred
to as being one of the older local families., I have not as yet
traced them baek beyond the first entry for them in the Parish
Register, which was a burial in 1813.

All the Talbots I found in the Census returns for Didcot were
connected to the Harwell Talbots and my tree, but here as in
Harwell, I had no lmown commection to the current families,

Not knowing if Mrs Elsie Talbot was recently bereaved, or if ahe
vould find & visit upsetting or as an intrusion on her privacy,

I wrote to the Warden of the sheltered accommodation, explaiming
who I was and what I wanted, and asked that if that she conmidered
that it would not be upsetting, would she ask Mrs Talbot if ghe
would be prepared to receive me,

I received a reply to say that Mrs Talbot, who is registered

blind, would be pleased to receive me, but as she kmew little

gg gﬁ: late husband®’s family she would arrange for her neice to
T8, -

On the evening before my visit, we were suddenly deep in snow

and freezing hard, sc I telephoned the Warden to suggest a post-
ponement. Before I had & chance to make the suggestion I was told
that it was all arranged and that Mrs Taloct and her neice

were. looking forward tc it. So, I just gritted my teeth and smiled
down the telephone; it is only a little over fifty miles and I
could probably hire a dog-sledge!

The next morning I got there in one piece, and evem if I had
got no information at all the journey would have been worthwhile,
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for I met two reslly delightfull ladies. Mrs Talbot, who is not
totally blind but of extremely limited sight knew 1little except
the details of her husband, children and grandchildren.

The other lady was, to me, the archetypal couniry housewife,
rosy-cheeked and glowing with good health. 3be was in her
seventies and I found it faintly amusing when she continually
called the other lady'Auntie Elsie’. This was Mrs Annie Florence
Howson, nee Talbot: now, when I had telephoned the Warden the
previous evening she had mentioned her neme, and I thought at the
time she had eaid House. I looked through my records for House
apd Howson was the nearest I could get. I decided that if it
turned out to be Howson then I had better tread warily, for my
records showed that her motbher was a single woman, I have mo
hang-ups on illegitimecy, and, thank goodness, the Victorian
attitude is very much a of the past, but I thought it
possible that the lady might be sensitive on the subject, oxr

{ mogt unlikely) could have been anaware of it,

As 1% turned out, I was able to lead her gently along, and when
it came to her mother she gaid, without my asking, "My mother
didn*t marry® and then quickly added “But she was not a bad gixl®,
“I'm sure she wasn't® I replied and really meant it.

So, through Hrs Howson, who has an intemse interest in hexr family,
I was able to connect her familyinto the itree. She produced a
photograph, taken about 1900 of her grandfather together with

hig wife and their children which she allowed me to photograph.

I got home safely, and had enjoyed such a pleasant morning that
I completely forgot the unpleasant jourmey. I can now put my
sledge away until next year as here in England Spring is sprung.

I have just heard ( early May ) that Mrs Elsie Talbot bas guffered
"a stroke and is in the Radcliffe Infirmary in Oxford. I am sure

Instilling rellgious principles was one of the foremost aims of the’
charity schools. Guidance on how %o achieve this could be obtained
from a book written by James Talbott in 1707 for the 5.P.C.K. It
wag entitled * THE CHRISTIAN SCHOOLMASTER OR THE DUTY OF THOSE WHO
ARE EMPLOYED IN THE PUBLICK INSTRUCTION OF CHILDREN ESPECIALLY 1IN
CHARITY 3CHOQL". In the section on ®INSTRUCTION OF READING, ¥RITING
AND ARITHMETIC®, Talbott recommends that the school be divided into
four classes;

(1) Those that learn the alphabet and the rudiments of reading im
the: Horn Book, Primer and Spelling book.

(2) Those that read the Psalter and New Testament.
(3) Those that read the Bible and learm to write,
{4) Those that can write and are fit te¢ be instructed in Arithmetic.

Palbott suggests that the childrem ghould progress through learning
the alphbet, the apelling of words, the comstruction of sentencas to
the reading of the Catechism which they would already have learnt by
heart, He sets great store by memory amd practice. As additional text
he allows the use of AB30PS FABLES for copy writing and the Whole Duty
of Man for extra xeading for the older children,

The Virtures especially necessary in the master according to Talbottes
manual are patience, humility, sagacity, equity, forbearance, sweet-
ness of disposition, diligence and Piety. The lMaster should not be
under 25 years of age and must be free from defority of person or
defoct of speech.

Just as we had posted the coples of the last *Talbotania', we
received our copy of the new uyenealogical Research Uirectory. 3o, we
gat down and wrote to everyone listing Talbot interests. The following

The only record of my Talbot grandfather is the marriage Certificate.
August 4th, 1868, JOHN FARROVW TALBOT, Pork Butcher of Ibstock, Leics.
married ELIANOR PALMER of the same parish at Ibstock Parish Church -~
both of full age. Eleanor was then aged 21, daughter of GEORGE PALMER
f%rmer. JOLIN PARROV's father given as JOSEPH TALBOT, confectioner of
Ibstock. ’

I think my Grandfather died around 1918 - 20, my Hother would
have nothing to do with him - he never saw me, but oddly enough my
father used to give him money occasionally, he told me, in order to
keep the old man away, I think.

Kevin #hittin, Fast Halvern, Australis

Ity particular interest is in one ARTHUR JAMES ¥ILSON TALBOT; who was
my step-great grandfather.He is believed to have beem bornm in Denver,
U.3.4. on or about 7 July, 1866. He was a coach painter by trade and
travelled extensively throughout the Eastern 3tates of Australia in
this capacity.

A.J.i. TALBOT died at his residence, 215, Canning 3treet,
Carlton, Victoria on 22 December, 1930 aged 65 years. His children wore
Gwen, Alex, (lirs R.J. Corder), Elsie, (Mrs K, Butcher), Vernon, George,
and the late Jean, (mrs H.Pride). Mary (irs R. Clancy) and Tlsie were
step-daughters, by the marriage of their widowed mother, Lydia Baulch
nee skipworth and Arthur Talbot about 1897.

All that I know of Arthur's origins comes from family
memories, or from his death certificate. According to the latter, he
was the son of THOMA3S TALBOT, sawmiller, and LUCY TALBOT, formerly
WIL3OW. He was borm in Clorado, and had been 597 years in Victoria -
which indicated that he arrived aged about 14. Nothing furthur is known
of his parents.

Miss H, Marie Smibert, BEtobicoke, Canada

My Talbot ancestry is Tipperary Protestant Irish, but some lay claim to
Shrewsbury ties. Gol. Thomas Talbot from Malahide Caatle, Publin, is
the best kunown and earliest Talbot in the 3outhwestern Ontario area, -
no descendants. Enter Richard talbot from Tipperary who led a rather
unlucky expedition of hopeful settlers to London Township - a few
gtrayed off to the Ottawa Valley. On the way here Richard bumped into
Col. Thomas who ‘was distantly related'.

1851 but there is no trace of his baptism ( Compulsory
reiistration not starting till 1856 in that state).However I
believe his parents were JAKMZS TALBOT & CATHERINE RYAN. Thomas
Henry married SARAH RHODA BROWNE on Januwary 22nd, 1877 in Jydmey
and they had 1 son & 4 daughters. The 3rd daughter, ALICE lIABSL
born in 1889 was my granlimother.

In answer to your letter, I knew about your society but wasn't sure
whether my side was tt or t, & I didn’%t and still kaven't much on
them.

They
had 7 children and Henry died in 1875. That®s all I have on him,
walting for shipping records to come back.

ELIZABUTH TALBOT, Countess of Shrewsbury -~ known as®Bess of Hardwick®
( c. 1525-1608, ), She was the fourth dsughter of John Hardwiek, an
impoverished Derbyshire squire. Her mother was the daughter of Thomas
Leake.

Bess married four times,-the first marriage taking place when she
was fourteen, Her young bridegroom, Richard Barley, died soon after-
wards, and his estate was settled upor his widow and her heirs.

In 1547, the “beautiful and discreet" Bess became the third wife of
Sir William Cavendish, It was a happy and successful match,- there
were six surviving childrem, and “....., at her degire.,. he purchased
lapd in Derbyshire where her kindred lived", ‘

Four years after Cavendish's death, Bess married Sir Williew S% Loe,
captain of the guard to Queen Elizabeth. Under St Loe’s will, his
widow became extremely rich. It was probably her wealth which helped
bring about her alliance in 1568 with the powerful nobleman, George
Talbot, 6th Barl of sShrewsbury.- Such gixteenth-century unions Py
resembled company mergers, and Bess made certain that two of her {
children married two of Lord Shrewsbury'’s children. \

Queen Elizabeth heartily approved of the match, and in December
1568,3he made the Shrewsburys custodiens of Mary, Queen of Scots
In 1574, however, the wily and ambitious countess arranged a i
marriage between her daughter, Elizabeth Cavendish, end CharleSL%u.;y,u
Stuart younger brother of Lord Darnley. This rash act earned ‘:4 Y
Queen Flizabeth's displeasure and Bess spent some months in Pl
the Tower of London, George Talbot
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The Shrewsburys were relieved of their royal prisoner in 1583,

but the tensions of their custodianship had led to a rift between

the long-suffering earl and his shrewish countess,Protracted wrang-
ling over estates worsened matters,~ and by the time of Lord Shrews-
bury's death in 1530, he and Bess had been living apart for some years.

The aged Bess spent the days of her final widowhood in pomp and
splendour at Hardwick Hall ( the culmination of her passion for
building great houses). Bess died at her hall on 13th of February,
1607-8, and was buried in the Cavendish vault in All Hallows'church,
Derby., Cavendish descendants of the impoverished squire's daughter
became Dukes of Devonshire, of Newcastle and of Portland.

On marrying Ela, Longespee became Earl of Salis-
bury and Sheriff of Wiltshire in the her right, he was one of the
founders of Salisbury Cathadral and witness to Henry lll's confir-
mation of Hagna Carta in 1225, he died in 1226, and Ela founded two
religious houses, Lacock for women and Hinton Charterhouse Priory
for men, as a memorial to him.

Phe Lacock Abbey Magna Carta was presented to the British Museum in
1946 by Matilde Theresa Talbot, C.B.E. This document has been of
great interest to historians as it is the only legible copy of Magna
Carta as re-issued by Henry 111 in 1225. it was by an Act of
Parliament the Lacock Magna Carta was lent to the United States for
two years.

The Abbey continued +ill it dissolution in 1539 by Henry V111, in
1540 & Treasurer of the Bristol mint one William Sharington
purchased Lacock from the King.

Lacock's most famous son was William Henry Fox Talbot, 1800-1877,
pioneer of photography. He invented the first fixed paper negative
“talbotype” later to be known as the Calotype

Method,in 1835.

A short time ago the National Institute for
the 'Blind applied to the Vicar for some
‘details of our late blind organist, Mr, A, E. .
Talbot, for the purpose of making a record
of his life. The Vicar allowed me to send

However, he apparently never
fully received his sight, and so through his
long but happy life knew not the joys of
sunlight, though he ever loved to bask in its
warmth.

1 know litle if anything of his early life,
but he had brothers and sisters, and was
taught to play the piano and organ by Dr,
Dodds, of Queen's College, Oxford, and was
organist at S. Mary the Virgin Church,
Oxford, for about two years. As a young boy
of eight 1 remember his coming to Iffley
Church, and taking -'up the position of
organist which he held for so long. What
surprised me then was that he wore no sur-

plice, as” his predecessor, Mr. Franklin, had.

Throughout Mr. Talbot's long peériod
he made many friends, and was always so
cheerful and grateful for any little kindness
shown him. : .

He was a great lover of Dickens, and one
night each week for many years would come
round to my house to be read to, I have
tead Dombey & Son, David Copperfield, Our
Mutual Friend, Great Expectations,.and a
host ol other books to him, but I think he
loved best of all the Pickwick Papers,

. .especially the Christmas chapter on "Dingley
Dell,” which he would often ask for on a
sweltering day in July! And we never con-
sidered Christmas complete without previonsly
having read the Christmas Carol, and-the
adventures of old Scrooge and the Cratchetts.
He did so enjoy being read to, and of course
he used to read his own Braille books and
papers, and, oddly enough, was very fond of
rcading cookery recipes. .

From the time I knew him his pareats
were dead, and he used to support himself]
with giving music lessons and selling tea,
plus his not' too large salary from Iffiey,

‘He was a spiendid musican, and’ could
literally play anything, excelling in piano
solos at concerts, or accompanying the
sirigers. He also wrote music and composed
2 Te Deum which we used to sing on the
Greag Festivals, and also several hymn tunes.
His Voluntaries after the service were always
lovely music, and many of the congregation,

would remain uniil they were finished, and
then thank him for it.. We used to get
* Mendessholn's Spring Song, Handel's Water
. Music and Largo, the Hallelujah Chorus,
Trumpet Voluntary, etc., and all gthe best
and most beautiful music he knew,

1 used to ask him how he remembered the
Psalms, eic., and never made a mistake in
the verses. He told me he made the Psalms
for the day a part of his prayers and ‘so
never missed saying them day by day. He
had a wonderful memory, and would remem-
‘ber what the weather was or what we sang
on an Easter or Christmas Day thirty yearg
previously,

Iffley (and Oxford) people were very kind
to him, and in particular our late Vicar and
Mrs, Clarendon did much o make life.
brighter for him, as did everyone with whom
he came in contact from the poorest upwards,
In all weathers he would come the 1} miles to
Iffley Church wwice a Sunday, and 1 never
remember him being absent except when on
holiday,

He had a keen’ sense of humour, was &

the course she went on an outing to Iffley, amongst other places,

and found the brass plate to ALBERT EDWARD TALBOT, the blind organist
there from 1892 -~ 1932. She wrote to tell us of her find, but
curiosity obviously got the better of her, because she went on to
find out a good deal more about him.

In May she wrote to us again, ~ 'Iam having an interesting
time unravelling the story of Albert Edward Talbot. What I am
sending now is only the start of his story but perhaps someone else
may recognise him and take us back furthur.

There was a mystery over Mr Talbot's place of Burial, he had
played the organ for 40 years in Iffley Church, yet was buried "mext
door' in the parish of St Mary & St John, Cowley. The Vicar at Iffley
contacted me as he had discovered people in 0xford who remembered him,
including his landlady‘'s daughter, and the daughter (Miss J. Cordrey)
of one of his cloge friends whom my daughter and I visited. We have
gince discovered that lir Talbot's parents were buried in 3t Mary's,
but as yet I have not managed to trace them or the graves. .......

I have enclosed a brass rubbing of the plate in Iffley Church which
my daughter did for you, also a copy of lir Talbot's story which was
written by Hiss Cordrey's father and first appeared in a Church
publication called 'The Beacon'.

It is sald that one act of bravery
saved the town of Carisbrook
trom extinction on Monday night.

As the fire roared towarnds the
town in the late evening, 8 man

- Police, State Emergency- Ser-
vice volunteers and even firemen
began evacuating people from

and 57 houses on Monday began
as a housefire, 200 metres away
from a sawmll just cutside Avoca.

Within miautes, the sawmill
was abiaze, and by 2.30pm, hatf an
hour after it began, the blaze was
burning on a 10-kilometre front.

Police and CFA officials sald it
moved with amazing speed in the
hot northerly winds. About
5.30pm, after the fire had jumped
the Pyrences Highway and de-
stroyed several houses, CFA offl-
cials bad organised 8 mass of
tankers to _confront the blaze at
the town of Talbot.

The wind turned and the fire

" blew south, Tankers ieft to attack

on new fronts. Just over two houss
later the blaze turned back to-
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ips and properties.

About 1000 people were moved
to Maryborough. No one was
killed, somethigg police de-
scribed as a miracle. One woman
trom Talbot was evacuated three
times as the fire made its way
east, first from her own house,
then the local hall, and finally an
aunt's house on the ouiskiris of
Maryborough.

One man in Talbot was not so
lucky. According to a friend he
went back to let his horses out of a
paddock, One refused to run ouf of
ihe gate and as he chased it round
the paddock, he was caught in the
flames.

His friend said he managed to
jump with the horse into 2 dam,
although he was badly burned, He
was transferred {o Ballarat Base
Haspltal yesterday afternoon in a
critical condition.

Fires continued to burn in the
area yeslerday, altbough CFA
units managed o coatain the
outbreaks.

Much of the area was badly
damaged, with crews of workmen
repairing teiephone and electric-
ity lines and removing the dozeas
of trees that had fallen across
roads.

Nine teams of men from the De-
partment of Agriculture worked
ali day o destroy sheep badly
burned in the fire. Three big in-
dustrial diggers were used all day
to dig mass graves.
